Now 21l of these have bodies meterizl sng tangible on their own
pléne, but very tenuous and subtle as regards physicsal humen bodies,
80 that they can be but r rely perceived by the senses, though the

trained ¢l irvoyant is readily conscious of them,

Of the first classs - those ncmely who &are in some sort of relstio
L0 humen beinge - the bodies ére formed in many waye; and some (those
némely who are nearest to incarnate humanity) derive their bodiee from
en &nd women by a process of generation which is natural and ordinary,
though but little understood. The brozd end simple feacts of this
generation are ss follows:-

union of atoms derived from each, (Observe this hss nothing to do with
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the spermetozoa of the men or the ove of the woman.) This product is
extremely subtle - it passes into the air - it cannot therefore be
detected by any snalysis. Were this possible it would be but =a combi-
netion of phosphates, perceptible only if &t all with senses as a faint
fragrance of musk. This, meeting with the disembodied force of en in-

carnating Astrel Spirit, is at once swept into the form of an Astrel

body which is & complete human body with all its orgens - only very
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tenuous &s has been ca8id, and st firet very smell, but growing rapidly.

Now this it is Which sometimes enters the female ovum, and when it
€0 enters, that ovum c&n become impregneted - and pessing into the
womb, &nd edhering to ite inner surface, proceeds to develop for it-
gelf & human body, drawing the substance for the seme from the body of
the Mother. The Astrsl Body already formed takes charge of &nd direcss
this formetion during the nine months of intrauterine life.

But the grester pert of these Astr=l Bodies pass out &t once into
the eir where they rapidly mature and remein for some time within the
field of the Aura of the Man and Women who begat them. Some remain
thus permanently, for good or ill, for banning or blessing. It is of
these perticulsr types that this paper trests.

Consider then firet those spirits that seek Astr=l bodies drawn

from humen parentage. We are taught that some are good &nd some evil.

But for these Very reasons it is the duty of men to fight, to op-
POse, and if possible to destroy these beings who to us are certainly
evil: though they be sent for our ultimate good and benefit.

Now these evil spirits (I will henceforth call them so) seek Astral
bodies in order to have power to hurt: for until they have such bodies
they can affect only the negative symbols, that is to say they can
work on the imeginstion and frighten but not hurt. Now if & woman heve
8n evil in her body by reason of heredity, they will seek to incarnate
astrally through h94that such heredity may be used to plsgue her and

ever widening ciroles of humenity; and such Astral bodies can, as has

been said, be drawn from her Sexual upnion with an appropriate man. I

the heredity of sueh msn be complementary to hers, they will neutra-
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lise each other, and the Astral drawn from their union will be useless |

to the evil Spirit. It is therefore their object and desire to draw to
that women & man whose heredity and bodily tendencies will inerease
hers and intensify them. The evil spirits cen, &8s has been said, act
on the Negative.Symbols - that is, on the imaginstion - and the aetion
of these Symbols is to oroduce that magnetic attraction so often
spoken of, which, though falsely called love, is wholly of the body
end material,

Watch two bodies (such as two pith-balls) suspended freely by silk

threads and chargeid with Opposite magnetism - they will rush together,

¢ling for a while till the magnetism is interchanged - then violently

repel eacgh Other,
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Meny msrriesges - or briefer slliances - on Earth ere formed thus,
and must end in disaster and trouble in eccordance with laws &s cer-
tein and inevitable &s the law of grevitation - neither even et the
$ime is there much joy therein, for the megnetism is too strong, and ;
the joy lies meinly in the megative symbols of imegination.

Such persons, then, do these evil spirits draw together in order
from their sexusl union to provide Astral bodies for themselves, where-
with they msy torment those from whom the bodies were drawn &nd mul-
titudes of others.

This is the resl truth of ell the legends and stories of the certain
punishment which must come on those who transgress what is termed the

moral lew. Those men and women who sre dreswn to each other by what are

celled their own lusts, sre ususlly &s & fect under the swey of one or |

more of these evil spirits, acting on the imsginations &nd On the m&g- "

netism of their bodies - &nd for such the Astral bodies so generated
do indeed bring sorrow and trouble and disaster - they generate e
swarm of demone who plegue them for all their lives - &and who by the

power so g=ined generate more and more troops of demons like unto

themselves,:

by his Initistion will breed astral beings far stronger either for
good or evil than in the outer &nd uninitisted. I
As there be evil Astresls thus genersted, so between @ men snd woman |
the evil1of-whose heredity mutually neutralipes esch other are bene-
ficent Astrsl bodies generated. But here sgein these evil spirits do ;
their utmost by working on the imsginations and on the msgnetism to L

keep such men and women apart, endeavouring to make them physically
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repellant to each other. Yet when this endeavour is once recognised
énd overcome, these often become mutuelly very attractive to esch
other,

It is, therefore, urgently necessary that the Adept should know the
evil spirits end recognise them, for they sre many and powerful, and
very subtle snd persistent.

In this case we were able by strong will-currents to render the widm |
{union impossible after repeeted warninge had fallen on desf ears. We

did this because the women had so loyelly and brévely conguered her |

heredity, and the disasters of that union would have been so appall- ﬁ

ing to multitudes. Not often, however, are we permitted to intervene. |

There are goodfspirits, i.e., those helpful to humenity, and these

largely belong to {he Blementeal Kingdoms - mostly to the Sea - espee-
ially the Western Sea and Inland Arms of the Sez, and to the Moors and
Woods and wild grounds. But there are also Spirits of the Air giving
Inspiration and Intuition, and the Spirits of the Fire giving Energy
and Zest and Zeal, 411 are good and 211 sre necessary.

Yet it will be seen from what we heve said that the drewing-together
of those who will beget bodies fit for such epirite is fer more diffi-
cult then of those who will beget Astrel bodies for the evil Spirits

when & poseibility arisee of bringing = pair together from whom such :
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bodies mey be derived, that as many &strél bodies may be produced as
possible - and that they mey be strong and capsble of the service of
humenity in the grade &nd Kingdom wherein they are born, Inasmuch &g
Such pairs are rare go are they of great value in our work and deserv-

ing all our loving care =nd protection.

Not only may these Astral bodies be produced from the sexusl coition
of man and woman, but without sueh it chances sometimes that in the
exuvigse thrown off from the womb of = woman @n menstrustion sre elemenge!
fitted hereto.

These ere related to epithelial cells, but are not the cells them-
Selves, Hence mey bodies sometimes be formed which are very protean in
Shape - they ere suite powerless, having no true meégnetic life, but uﬁﬂ
they mey suggest ang frighten.

Similar bodies may be formed from the eperm of & men - they are not
Spermatozoa, but related thereto,

Prom these "false-bodies" arise the morbid imsginings end terrors and

hysteric times of depreseion which often beset women st their periodge

times during what is colled the change of life, .

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the Aura becomee clear to thy sight, she grow restless or desire to

move away - for the evil spirit, wishing slways to remein unperceived,

resents clairvoyant perception, and will work upon the Symbols of her

Aurs to prevent it. But if thou ceesnst attain s cleér vision of the Aure,

then, when the physical body ies no longer perceptible, or only very

dimly so, look below the great ecircle of the prismatie eolours which is

zodiscal, and right and left of the symbol known as Cor Leonis. These

Symbols should be clecsr and well-defined - also the currents of life-

force, blue and red, should be flowing quite evenly - but if there be

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The Neophyte then may well ssk what protection there is to the sons
of men - how they mey avoid the dengers of generating evil astrel -
bodies that shall plague themselves and others - or how they shall
procure those good and guarding Astrale whose birth is from those
properly brought together.

And thus in this country they who marry should
marry, a& the Church counsels, from the highest &nd purest love, spirit-
ual, mental, estrel and physieel - but not for convenience or property
or mere materiasl sttraction - and, being merried, should be faithful.
Yet this is &n herd counsel and ££X few there be-that keep 1t - though.
of the Outer and Fninitiated all know thet they should do so, &nd \
blame themselvee snd others for not doing so.

But for the Initiated of our Order and others, speciel counsel can
be given to those who believe &and will teke it, whereby they will

ettain the good and avoid the evil.

And for those who have reached the Higher Gredeg and &ttained the

Open Vision, there is no need of counsel, for themselves c&n see.

And this shell suffice for the present.
